Secretary of State Gardner,

After making several verbal complaints to you about towns regulating where candidates can obtain nomination to have our names placed on the general election ballot, I have now filed a written complaint with the Justice Department. It has become clear that you as Secretary of State will do nothing to enforce the law (Chapter 31:102.a) and Article 11 Part One of the New Hampshire constitution. 

This looks similar to the handling of the Financial Resources Mortgage issue.

In the event of a dispute would the correct procedure be to call 911 and have the local police interpret the law and clarify to the regulating authority what is allowed and not allowed by statute, or should a written directive come from your office?

We have our finest fighting for free elections in other parts of the world. Yet you as Secretary of State will not  uphold the statutory requirements of free and constitutionally equal election here.

Attached is a copy of an email from the town of Candia confirming the facts. My written complaint addresses both issues raised by Candia.  We are not campaigning as alleged  by Candia selectmen but are engaged in the only process of having our names placed on the ballot by law.
